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PASTOR’S PRATTLE

It is too bad when someone must walk through Christmas alone, and that includes the gospels. Matthew barely
gets visited in the Christmas season. Mark is not lonely, because he includes no account of the birth of Jesus, nothing
about a Mary or a Joseph or angels or shepherds or Magi, so he doesn’t expect to be visited now. John doesn’t include
anything either about birth or parents, so John feels pretty comfortable celebrating Christmas with only the Word. Luke
gets most of the press—most of our carols sing his story. Decorations reproduce Luke’s images everywhere. Poor
Matthew offers an account of Jesus’ birth and leaves the welcome mat out for visitors, but not many come. He often
spends Christmas alone.

Matthew may be partly responsible for his own loneliness. He starts his book with a list of names, a genealogy,
no less. That list intimidates readers with names like Hezron, Aminadab, Nahshon, Asaph, Jehoshaphat, Joram, and more.
Fred Craddock, my preaching professor, encouraged us to read closely Matthew’s genealogy and preach a sermon onit. It
can be done, he promised, and you might be surprised at what you can do with it. |think | tried that once, and | can say
that it might have been a pretty good sermon—because | can’t remember it. Nevertheless, Matthew’s beginning is pretty
tough—a little like Leviticus in the Hebrew Scripture—and that tends to shove readers to a different book.

If the reader survives Matthew’s genealogy and continues into the nativity story, that reader will discover that
Matthew doesn’t talk much about Mary. He alludes to Mary briefly, but the action revolves around Joseph who will not
bear the Christ child. The angel appears to Joseph, announces to Joseph, encourages Joseph, and instructs Joseph. Mary
is there to be sure, and she is preghant to be sure, and she gives birth to be sure, but she remains in the background—
almost an afterthought and never spoken to; she herself never speaks. Luke’s gospel on the other hand makes Mary
central to the story. Luke tells that the angel appears to her and talks to her; Mary ponders, travels, gives birth in a stable,
well, you know the story, and everyone seems to love the young, innocent, pregnant Mary. Matthew mentions the birth
itself only in passing. He reports that Joseph named him Jesus, but then the story bounds quickly to Herod and scenes
about the Magi, the family’s frantic flight to Egypt, Herod’s death, the family’s return, at first toward Bethlehem and
ultimately to Nazareth.

Maybe Matthew receives slight attention because his account does not locate Mary and Joseph’s home in
Nazareth to begin with. They live in Bethlehem already. Augustus Caesar’s census fails to appear in Matthew, so Mary
and Joseph don't travel; there is no inn; Jesus is born at his house; no angels announce and no shepherds pay homage;
Mary and Joseph don’t present Jesus at the temple in Jerusalem on the eighth day; and they didn’t return to Nazareth,
because never traveled from Nazareth in the first place. For Matthew, Mary and Joseph lived in Bethlehem, gave birth in
Bethlehem, and remained at home in Bethlehem; Magi from the East arrived two years later to visit them in Bethlehem,
where Mary and Joseph lived still. As soon as the Magi departed Bethlehem, Mary, Joseph, and Jesus fled to Egypt. | have
always hoped that somehow they had an opportunity to view the pyramids and the sphinx. Those spectacular sights could
have been part of his story. But | have never seen pyramids in Christmas nativity scenes or hanging on Christmas trees or
decorating porches or included in a créche. | have never seen a No-Herod ornament with a big red circle and slash over
Herod’s photo. Who wants an ornament like that? It just seems harder to fit Matthew’s details into the Christmas spirit.

To Matthew’s credit, readers gravitate toward Matthew most in his scenes of Magi and star. Stars light the tops
of Christmas trees and hang in Christmas decorations everywhere. Turbaned Magi bearing gifts gather round nativity
scenes in houses, churches, and yards around the world. Gift-buying and gift-giving have multiplied from the Magi’s
original gifts to generating the core of corporate profits for an entire culture. | really hope that more readers will visit
Matthew at Christmas. Just so you know, when | read Luke aloud to those gathered in worship on Christmas Eve, | will be
visiting Matthew privately, both to assuage his loneliness and to honor his view of these holy days.

Matthew recognized from the first chapter of his work that Jesus’ meaning reaches beyond his own family, his
own tribe, his own nation. It reached to foreigners in the Far East. | find my place, therefore, in the Magi. |1 am not
Jewish, and | too reside far from Bethlehem both in location and in time; so, | identify with the Magi, not because | am an
astronomer, or wise, or can perform magic, and not because | give gifts of gold, frankincense, and myrrh, but because | am
far away. The star’s light in Matthew reaches all the way to me. From the very beginning, Matthew provides me a “place”
in the story that Luke does not.

Be comforted this season, Matthew! You won’t spend Christmas alone. While your account of Jesus’ birth may
not be often read or much remembered, | will visit you. Maybe others will too, more than | know. | find deep hope in

your record, and | wish you a fantastic Christmas. Thank you for your account of Jesus’ birth.

2 cups Bread crumbs

greased 9X13 pan. Melt butter and moisten bread
crumbs before topping tetrazzini.
